St. Elizabeth School and Parish is finally Going Green! 
CPTA has initiated a Commingled Recycling Program for the school and parish.  The Commingled Recycling bin will accept: 

Aluminum ï cans, foil and pans (rinse off food) 

Plastic ï bottles (milk, juice, soda, water & detergent bottles) 

Steel ï food cans (must rinse, empty aerosol cans and labels are OK 

Cardboard ï flattened corrugated, brown paper bags, and paperboard (no wax coated, remove packing like pea-

nuts) 

Phonebooks 

 

By utilizing this Commingled Recycling bin, our school and parish will save on weekly trash dumping fees and we will keep these 

items from our local landfills, which is so important for our environment.  The GREAT news is that most of what is dumped by the 

school and parish staff and volunteers can be recycled.  The new Commingled Recycling bin (green and blue) is for school and 

parish recycling ONLY and not for families to use.  Families should continue to utilize curbside recycling for the items listed 

above. 

 

Here is How School and Parish Families Can Help 
We want school and parish families to support our Paper Retriever Recycling Program bin (green and yellow).  During the past 

three years, we have seen a steady decline in the amount of paper our school and parish is recycling through our Paper Retriever 

bin.  Your 2010/2011 Recycling Committee wants to change this by having ñStuff the Binò paper drives every Friday during car-

pool drop off.  CPTA earns money for the school through our paper recycling and this bin will accept newspapers, magazines, cata-

logs, junk mail and school and office papers.  Make sure you save these papers for our Paper Retriever Recycling Program.  Just 

separate your paper from your own recycling bin at home and bring to school on Friday. 

 

Some fun paper recycling facts: 

Recycling one ton of paper uses 64 percent less energy, 50 percent less water and creates 74 percent less air population.  It actually 

saves 7000 gallons of water, 390 gallons of oil and reduces air emissions by 60lbs. 

 

Please also continue to recycle cell phones, ink cartridges, box tops and labels, and foil juice containers and place these items in 

the blue boxes located in the front lobby of the school.
