Trash Bag Sale 2010
New Information

*You now have the option to buy out!*

How much does it cost to buy out?

Your buy out amount is tied to the amount of trash bags you sell.  Families who
sell 40 rolls (or $400 worth of product) are not required to buy out.  But if you have
trouble selling 40 rolls, you can buy out.  If you sell less than 40 rolls, the buyout is
$4.00 per roll for each roll under 40 not sold.  For example, a family sells 36 rolls.
They are four rolls short of their goal.  They can buyout at $4.00 per roll!  Their buy
out would be $16.00 ($4.00 x 4 rolls.)

Why is it $4.00 per roll?

The $4.00 figure is the approximate profit the CPTA makes on each roll.

How can I buy out?

Once you have completed your sales, look at the total number of rolls sold.
Subtract that number from forty.  Then multiply that number by $4.00.  Or use the
handy chart below!  Turn in your buyout amount with your order and sales money by
September 3rd.

Buy Out Chart

If you sell 0 rolls, your buyout is $160 If you sell 20 rolls, your buyout is $80
If you sell 1 roll,  your buyout is $156 If you sell 21 rolls, your buyout is $76
If you sell 2 rolls, your buyout is $152 If you sell 22 rolls, your buyout is $72
If you sell 3 rolls, your buyout is $148 If you sell 23 rolls, your buyout is $68
If you sell 4 rolls,  your buyout is $144 If you sell 24 rolls, your buyout is $64
If you sell 5 rolls,  your buyout is $140 If you sell 25 rolls, your buyout is $60
If you sell 6 rolls,  your buyout is $136 If you sell 26 rolls, your buyout is $56
If you sell 7 rolls,  your buyout is $132 If you sell 27 rolls, your buyout is $52
If you sell 8 rolls,  your buyout is $128 If you sell 28 rolls, your buyout is $48
If you sell 9 rolls,  your buyout is $124 If you sell 29 rolls, your buyout is $44
If you sell 10 rolls, your buyout is $120 If you sell 30 rolls, your buyout is $40
